) The latest report from the Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) says all
countries need to do more to reduce global
warming, and we need to do it fast.

The IPCC released its third in a series of
comprehensive reports on climate change today
in Berlin. This report focuses on the need to
reduce or prevent global emissions of
greenhouse gases. Today’s report underscores
the findings of the IPCC’s report from last month
that climate change is affecting all parts of the
planet, and that all countries must work together
to reduce warming in order to prevent global
temperatures from exceeding the point beyond
which catastrophic changes to our planet become
irreversible. Like all IPCC reports, it is the work of
hundreds of scientists from around the world who
volunteered their time for the project — including
EDF’s Visiting Chief Economist Thomas Sterner ,
who is a Coordinating Lead Author of Chapter 15:
“National and Sub-national Policy Instruments.”
“There are real opportunities to limit emissions,
but we need the application of strong policy
instruments around the world,” said Sterner. “For
instance, in most countries right now there is
virtually no cost to emitting greenhouse gases,
but an increasing number of areas are starting to
adopt permit trading — AB32 in California is one
of the most recent and most sophisticated of
those systems. Other important policy
instruments that we identified include stimulating
research on new technologies, and removing the
subsidies on fossil fuels that are now in place in
many countries.” Other findings of today’s report
include: Global emissions of greenhouse gases
from human activities have continued to rise.
Total manmade greenhouse gas emission rates
were the highest in human history from 2000 to
2010. Carbon dioxide accounts for 78 percent of
total greenhouse gas emissions from 1970 to
2010; methane accounts for 16 percent. About
half of all carbon dioxide emissions between

1750 and 2010 occurred in the last 40 years. The
energy, industry and transport sectors are dominating
emissions increases. On the current trajectory, global
transportation emissions will double by 2050. Emissions
from consumption growth continue to outgrow emission
savings from energy efficiency improvements. The world
needs to act now, and move quickly, to limit the
magnitude and rate of climate change. The longer we
delay action, the more expensive it will be. To have a
fifty-fifty chance of avoiding the most dangerous climate
change scenarios, countries will need to cut emissions
by at least 40 percent from 2010 levels by the year
2050. There is a range of options for sustainable
climate actions. Almost 1,000 scenarios were analyzed
for the report. Greenhouse gas emissions can be
reduced significantly by replacing current coalfired power
plants with modern, highly efficient natural gas
combinedcycle power plants or combined heat and
power plants - provided that the fugitive emissions
associated with extraction are low or mitigated.
Renewable energy technologies, including wind and solar
power, have finally achieved a level of maturity to enable
large-scale deployment, although steep challenges still
exist. Behavioral and lifestyle changes - including lower
energy use in households, buying longer-lasting
products, and reducing food waste — can considerably
lower emissions alongside technological and structural
changes. Effective actions will only be achieved by
international cooperation. Fortunately, the number of
institutions for international cooperation is increasing.

“The report shows that we need to take action, but also
it shows that we have many tools at our disposal to help
us tackle climate change,” said EDF climate scientist
llissa Ocko . “This is a great opportunity for America to
step into its traditional role as a world leader. Reducing
warming will require a global effort, but the U.S. has the
talent and the ability to lead the world into a safer,
healthier, clean energy future.” IPCC reports have been
tracking climate change since 1990. This round of
reports is the Fifth Assessment. The first of this round of
reports was released in September, 2013 and looked at
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the science behind climate change . The second
was released on March 31, 2014 and looked at
the impacts of climate change and the need for
adaptation. The IPCC will release a fourth
document synthesizing the findings from these
three reports. That's expected in October, and
will be the basis for the international climate
negotiations that will be held in Paris next year.

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UN climate report balances science and politics

As always when the Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change adopts one of its high-profile
reports, the week-lengthly talks in Berlin were
slowed by

...wrangling between scientists and governments
over which words, charts and tables to use in the
roughly 30-page summary of a much bigger
scientific report. The painstaking process is
meant to clarify the complex world of climate
science to non-scientists but it additionally
reflects the brinksmanship that characterizes
international talks on climate action so far
unsuccessful in their goal to halt the rise of man-
made carbon emissions blamed for global
warming. "Sometimes it's framed as if what the
IPCC does is 'just the facts, ma'am,' and that of
course is not accurate," reported Steve Rayner,
an Oxford scientist who has taken role in three of
the IPCC's previous assessments, but not this
one. "It's not innocent science and it's not just
politics," but a blend of both, Rayner reported. In
Berlin, the politics showed through in a dispute
over how to categorize countries in graphs
showing the world's carbon emissions, which are
currently growing the fastest in China and other
developing countries. Like many scientific
studies, the IPCC draft used a breakdown of
emissions from low, less-middle, upper-middle
and high income countries. Many developing
countries objected and wanted the graphs to
follow the example of U.N. climate talks and use
just two categories developed and developing
according to three participants who spoke to The
Associated Press on condition of anonymity
because the IPCC session was closed to the
civic. By contrast, U.S. delegates wanted the
tables to be constant more explicit, showing
which countries belonged to each income group,
according to comments to a draft being edited
line-by-line in Berlin and obtained by The
Associated Press. That reflects a nagging dispute
in the U.N. talks, which are supposed to produce
a global climate accord next year. The U.S. and
other industrialized nations want to scrap the

binary wealthy-poor division, saying large emerging
economies such as China, Brazil and India must adopt
more stringent emissions cuts than poorer countries.
The developing countries are worried it's a way for
wealthy countries to shirk their own responsibilities to
cut emissions. The deadlock over the graphs appeared
to have ended early Saturday after 20 hours of
backroom negotiations led by IPCC vice chairman Jean-
Pascal van Ypersele, a Belgian. "l offered some Belgian
Easter chocolate eggs to the participants of the Contact
group at midnight: they assisted!" van Ypersele wrote on
Twitter early Saturday. Another snag: oil-wealthy Saudi
Arabia objected to text saying emissions need to go
down by 40-70 percent by 2050 for the world to stay
below 2 degrees C (3.6 F) of warming, participants
informed AP. One participant reported the Saudis were
concerned that putting down such a range was "policy-
prescriptive," constant though it reflects what the
science says. The final document, to be released
Sunday, is presumed to say that a global shift to
renewable energy from fossil fuels like oil and coal are
necessary to defy potentially devastating sea level rise,
flooding, droughts and other impacts of warming. The
report on mitigating climate change was the third of the
IPCC's four-role assessment on climate change, its
initial since 2007. Swedish environmental economist
Thomas Sterner, a lead author of one of the chapters in
the report, reported the IPCC process can be frustrating
to scientists. "There's a struggle over every comma
sign," he informed AP. In a blog post from Berlin he
reported scientists addressing the meeting were
informed to "Keep our statements short and concise,
defy jargon, do not lecture the delegates, do not become
emotional." Chris Field, who co-chaired another IPCC
session in Japan last month and sits on the panel's
executive committee but did not have a direct character
in the Berlin session, reported one way to suppose
about the process is that scientists have subdue of a
two-way valve and can move findings into or out of the
summary for policy-makers. The governments have a
one-way valve and can only move things out of the
document. "The character of this one-way valve is
notable in thinking about why the findings of the IPCC
always feel so measured and carefully couched," he
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reported. Many of the government interventions
are "incredibly helpful" in making the text clearer,
he added. "It is a pretty amazing process. But
some of the interventions are not quite as time
efficient."

The climate models used by policymakers around
the world to estimate the economic and social
costs of CO2 emissions have to be improved
according to Thomas Sterner, professor of
Environmental Economics at the School of
Business, Economics and Law, University of
Gothenburg, and six other scientists in the
prestigious journal Nature (). The seven
scientists behind the article, due to be published
10 April (read online), conclude that the reports
by the UN climate panel serve an important
function in setting the agenda for climate
research. Yet the most important role of the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
(IPCC) is to inform the global political discussion
on how the harm caused by climate change
should be handled. Thomas Sterner, expert on
policy instruments to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions, is a Coordinating Lead Author of one
key chapter on policy instruments in the Working
Group lll of the Fifth Assessment Report of the
UN (IPCC) climate report that is scheduled to be
presented on Sunday 13 April in Berlin. ‘Our
purpose with this article in Nature is to discuss
models that will enable us to calculate a
necessary minimum level for the global
environmental damage of emitting an additional
ton of carbon dioxide. This cost is very relevant
given the attempts of the White House to raise
the so-called social cost of carbon in the U.S. to
37 dollars per ton. All U.S. authorities (such as
the Departments of Energy or Transport) must

take this cost into account in calculations of
investments in roads and energy supply,’ says Sterner.
The social cost of carbon correspond to the money
saved when damages due to climate change are avoided
as a result of the countries of the world undertaking
policy that leads to reduced emissions of CO2. ‘Sweden
has already gone further than what the U.S. is
discussing, since we have a CO2 tax of about USD 150
per ton, or SEK 1 per kilo, of CO2 emissions from
transports and energy,” says Sterner. The article in
Nature is entitled Improve Economic Models of Climate
Change. The authors point to several weaknesses of the
most commonly used climate models. However, they
write that the models are useful, notwithstanding the
significant uncertainties — since they do provide a
minimum level and thus enable politicians to reduce the
effects of climate change to some extent. Also, the
authors continue, modelers, economists and natural
scientists must leave their ivory towers and cooperate
with each other in order to identify research gaps and
weaknesses, with a view to continuously improve their
models. Economic climate models need to be updated
more often to keep up with new research findings. If this
is not done, the damage caused by CO2 emissions will
be underestimated also in the future, which means that
political decision-making around the world will continue
to underestimate the true economic effects of climate
change.
